Costs for buyer, unless included in transportcharges 

Costs for buyer, unless included in transportcharges

goods at buyer’s disposal for collection

delivery at destination + cleared for import - ready for unloading 

delivery upon transfer to �rst carrier (loaded) - seller pays the carrier

goods cleared for export, delivery upon transfer to �rst carrier, either loaded at seller’s premises (often FCL), or ready for unloading at carrier’s terminal (often LCL), appointed by the buyer (= consolidation on departure by buyer)

delivery upon transfer to �rst carrier (loaded) - seller pays the carrier + transport insurance

delivery at terminal (possibly quay) at destination - discharged

delivery at destination - ready for unloading / DAP port: delivery at port of destination - ready for unloading
